Learning Outcomes for the 


Individualized Case Plan / Instructions
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The Youth Coach Individual Case Plan (ICP) provides a framework for interaction between the coach and the assigned youth. The ICP should reflect the Youth Coach’s initial assessment of the youth’s needs/goals and identify tasks the youth must accomplish to reach their goals. The ICP should be completed approximately thirty days after the Youth Coach is assigned to the case. 





Once completed, the ICP should be the basis of the Youth Coach’s action on the case and, as such, should be referred to routinely in the Youth Coach’s Monthly Record and the NET Program Director’s progress notes. The ICP should be reviewed monthly during supervision and updated once every six months. 





The ICP shall include an assessment of the youth’s goals and needs in the following areas:


Educational


Vocational


Financial 


Supports


Housing


Significant relationships


Other identified areas unique to individual youth





Tasks should be specific and measurable, and may include both short- and long-term goals. A target date for completion of the task should be included when appropriate. The following is an example of an ICP.
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
